The Language and Culture of Japan
A Compact Course for Graduate Students
The Japan section of the Seminar of East Asian
Studies of Zurich University is the first institution
of its kind to offer a course especially conceived for
imparting elementary knowledge designed for peo-
ple whose main concern and interests are in other
fields, academic or not. They need not be matricu-
lated university students neither do they have to
have passed a matura or other examination for
admittance.

The course is acknowledged as a postgraduate study
by the university.

The next course begins October 20, 2003.
